EIGHT PROJECTS SELECTED FOR THE GOOD PITCH @ SILVERDOCS FORUM

A documentary featuring Lott Industries by filmmaker Victor Buhler was 1 of 8 social issues documentaries selected for the second annual Good Pitch @ Silverdocs that took place on June 21-27 as part of the AFI-Discovery Channel Silverdocs Documentary Festival in the Washington, D.C. area.
The Good Pitch @ Silverdocs is a project of Channel 4 BRITDOC Foundation in partnership with Sundance Institute Documentary Film Program, an innovative traveling documentary pitching forum for filmmakers that gives them a unique opportunity to pitch projects and associated campaign strategies to invited NGOs, charities, foundations, campaigners, advertising agencies and media.

Selected from 150 excellent submissions, the eight projects covered a range of subjects including war & conflict, disability employment, LGBT equality, incarceration and solitary confinement, violence prevention and mediation, climate change and green energy. These issues are explored through stories that play out the world over - in the USA, Afghanistan, the Maldives, South Africa and Kenya.
